APPLICATION FOR REQUESTING ERG EQUPMENT FUNDING

Equipment Request Procedures

As a result of the reduced funds made available to the Northwest Pennsylvania Emergency Response Group it is necessary that equipment requests be more heavily scrutinized. Additionally, in years past there has been a duplication of equipment requests whereby several agencies have obtained the same equipment when it was not necessary. In order to ensure that all member agencies associated with the task force have an opportunity to obtain necessary equipment and have their requests reviewed fairly new procedures must be put in place.  Requesting agency must be present at the quarterly meeting when equipment requests are being reviewed. This will enable the requesting agency to have a question/answer session with the Subcommittee on all requests.   The date, time, and location of the meetings will be sent to you.

Requests will be evaluated against current equipment lists already in their respective county and based on availability and type of equipment needed.  Requests for larger items or those in excess of $20,000 will be evaluated against current equipment lists on a regional level and based on availability and type of equipment needed.  Personal protective equipment such as ballistic vests, hazmat suits etc. will not need to be evaluated against the current equipment lists and will be approved based on the Subcommittee’s review.  Requesting agency may be asked by the Executive Committee to be present at the quarterly meeting. This will enable the requesting agency to have a question/answer session with the Executive Committee to determine if requests should be approved. 

Requesting agencies may be subjected to a substitution in equipment requested based on Subcommittee review. This is due to the many requests for the same items from different manufacturers. Example: Often requests from different agencies are for the same items such as night vision or ballistic shields, but they are from different manufacturers, model numbers etc. The committees may select one type of equipment and one supplier for an item which would be the only one approved when requests are made.  Requests may be used for “all hazards” emergencies, but it must be able to be used for counter terrorism as well in order to meet state and federal requirements.  If equipment request is approved, agency shall sign a memorandum of understand with the NW PA ERG for the use of the equipment. Equipment must be maintained and be in working order in the event it is need in another jurisdiction or is returned to the NW PA ERG because use is no longer needed or wanted or utilized.  No maintenance, certification, calibration, or service costs are allowable.  No general use equipment, insurance, recurring costs, mileage, construction, renovations, hiring, overtime, weapons, ammunition, magnetic signs, or awards are unallowable equipment requests.

Recipient agrees to have adequate personnel trained and available in the event of response to emergencies involving an actual or potential natural or manmade disaster including but not limited to a Weapons of Mass destruction incident.  The Recipient agrees to comply with all appropriate and necessary legal requirements, such as OSHA Title 29 CFR requirements, regarding the use, training, operation and maintenance of any NW PA ERG equipment and supplies and agrees to comply with directions and recommendations of the manufacturer of said equipment.

The Recipient agrees to comply with all NW PA ERG and equipment manufacturers policies, procedures and standards regarding the use, storage, maintenance, replacement and disposition of NW PA ERG supplies and equipment.

The Recipient agrees to return any NW PA ERG property when requested by the Executive Committee of the NW PA ERG.

5.
Recipient can use the NW PA ERG supplies and equipment in the event of a local-level incident requiring the use of the NW PA ERG property.  However, Recipient agrees to replace all supplies and equipment used (this includes any supplies hermetically sealed in which packaging has been opened).
